Dear Interested Medical Student:

Thank you for your interest in the medical student program at Brooke Army Medical Center (BAMC).  You will be getting a confirmation email with attached letter from us if we’re able to accommodate both yours and BAMC’s specialty rotation.  

If your request for rotation is confirmed, and...

You are participating in an active duty rotation you must have official active duty orders in your possession at the time you report for duty.  Please provide one copy to the Student Coordinator.

Upon arrival at Fort Sam Houston, active duty personnel will report to the Billeting Office, Bldg 592 for your room assignment.  In the event that you are required to reside off post, you will be reimbursed accordingly.  Current daily rate for the VOQ is $32.00 with private bath and shared kitchenette.  At the Guest House, Bldg 3625, across from the hospital, the daily rate is $35.00 on a “space available” basis to TDY personnel.  Other HPSP students on a civilian rotation, may stay on post or seek more economical accommodations.

If your school requires an evaluation for this rotation, please bring the form with you and turn it in to the Student Coordinator.

Please report to the Hospital Education Office, 4 West, Room 409-3, Monday-Friday (0730-1530).  If you arrive after 1530, please report to Hospital Education at 0730 the following day.  Check out the BAMC website for a map of Fort Sam Houston. As you will note from the map, the hospital is quite some distance from Bldg 592 and the main post.  If it’s feasible for you to drive your own car to assure you have transportation while you are here, it would be advisable to do so.
