3.Old/New Business:

a.  Committee Reports

(1) GMEC Committee Attendance: The BAMC PGMEC had 2 representatives at the February meeting.  

(2)  PGMEC relevant issues at GMEC: included distribution of the housing survey to new housestaff, assignment of a PCP to housestaff, and survey collection (education survey).  Call rooms were also discussed, and more call room space is always welcome.

b.  Medical Care for Housestaff:  CPT Garrett has been extensively working with the Internal Medicine Clinic staff to organize an effective mechanism for housestaff care, coordinated with Dr. Ekstrand in Internal Medicine and Dr. Cuda in Family Medicine.

c.  Housing Survey: The PGMEC administers an annual housing survey. It is now prepared. We plan to distribute the survey to incoming housestaff by placing it on the BAMC Med Ed website.  Additionally, we will email the survey to incoming interns who have available email addresses.  An additional suggestion was to email the housing survey to the program directors so that they can distribute the survey to their incoming housestaff.    

d.  OBC Day: The days have been set for 25 and 26 June, 2002.  Each PGMEC representative is asked to mark their calendars and discuss.  Priorities include:

e.  Website:  the PGMEC has a specific website.  Discussion about possible updates were mentioned (minutes, list of representatives, list of events)

f.  Order entry:  Heather Currier is the housestaff rep for the order entry committee.  She has discussed the placement of computers at locations throughout the hospital.  Additionally, there will be no more verbal orders.  The benefits and disadvantages of order sets were also discussed.  Terminals dedicated to order entry only will be needed.  Order entry will be implemented on July 1.  Additional computers will be ordered (hopefully in place) by the time.  Plan to also contact the IMD to indicate housestaff needs for more computers.       

g.  Education Survey:  surveys collected from members present. Emphasis on the use of the survey for program improvement.
