(1) Implementation of Tricare for Life

(2) Pathology Board Review Course




(a) CPT Fillman noted that pathology residents may not be funded to attend a 





board review course in October.  CPT Fillman was concerned that 





prior BAMC and current WHMC residents attend this course.  Other





members of this committee noted the importance of board review





courses to their training.

(c) The committee had agreement that board review courses should be fully

 funded to allow the Program Directors to send their residents/fellows as they feel is needed. Also there was agreement that TDYs (for specialized courses and research presentations) should be maximally funded as the budget allows.
