SUBJECT:  Command Safety Program (Policy Memorandum #2)

1.  Reference.   AR 385-10, Army Safety Program, 29 Feb 00.

2.  The safety of our people is always the primary consideration in all we do!

3.  I am responsible for the safe and effective operation of the command.  However, all levels of leadership and management have safety and personal well being as an inherent responsibility.    You and I must be committed to maintaining a safe and healthy work place for all.

4.  Nothing we do in peacetime warrants the risk of life or limb.  A safe Army conserves its most precious resource-our people.

5.  Units will appoint safety personnel to monitor the safety of their organization.  They will be appointed in writing on Additional Duty Appointment Orders and safety programs will be subject to inspection during command level inspections, or at my discretion.

6.  Each of us is responsible for our own personal safety, both on and off duty and each of us is responsible for the safety of those around us, both on and off duty.  Remember that professionalism is inherently safe.  Do things right, do things by the book - take care of yourselves, take care of each other.
