SUBJECT:  Promotion and Recognition Appearance Policy (Policy Memorandum #12)

1.  It is my policy that only the best fully qualified soldiers will be recommended and appear before the Troop Command Promotion and Recognition Boards.

2.  This policy is designed to be competitive, and to recognize outstanding soldiers who have not only demonstrated leadership abilities, technical skills and knowledge, but also have met the Army's standards in certain areas.

3.  In Troop Command, soldiers will successfully complete and pass the following tests before appearing before the Troop Command Promotion and Recognition Board:  

     a.  The Army Physical Readiness Test.

     b.  Common Task Training Test.

     c.  Be within Army height and weight standards.

4.  Soldiers failing to pass any one of these tests will not appear before a Promotion and Recognition Board in the Troop Command.
